•	Do not overload electrical 
outlets. Overloading creates 
a potential fire hazard. 

•	Keep all liquids away from 
electronics, including TVs, 
computers and gaming consoles. 

•	Do not run electrical cords under rugs 
or carpet. This creates a fire risk.
